This report 
responds to the reporting 
requirement for the State of 
Delaware. What We Determined 
During fiscal years (FY) 2010 
through 2012, the Federal Delaware distributed, administered, and spent SHSP grant funds strategically, effectively, an
Emergency Management Agency in compliance with laws, regulations, and guidance. SHSP funds appeared to enhance 
(FEMA) awarded the State of Delaware’s ability to prevent, prepare for, protect against, and respond to natural disasters, 
Delaware approximately $14.8 acts of terrorism, and other manmade disasters. Delaware developed a State Homeland 
million in SHSP funds. The State of Security Strategy, which incorporated the five mission areas from the DHS National 
Delaware did not receive any Urban Preparedness Guidelines. As required by FEMA, it conducted a Threat Hazard Identification 
Areas Security Initiative grant and Risk Assessment in FY 2012 and used the results to inform its State Preparedness Report
funding. The Delaware Emergency Management Agency has sufficient internal controls over grant 

funds.We made no recommendations.
